Reports:

First 5 California (F5CA) Executive Director — Camille Maben
o Staffing Update — Recent separations and hires were discussed.

e California Quality Rating and Improvement System (CA—-QRIS) — F5CA and partners are
in the process of outlining a five-year plan for CA—QRIS, identifying a vision, and
coordinating a strategy for redefining the governance structure for the CA—QRIS
Consortium. Other CA—QRIS activities FS5CA has been working on include coach training
and certification led by University of Florida, and family engagement training led by the
Brazelton Touchpoints Center.
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e Dual Language Learner (DLL) Pilot — The American Institutes for Research was awarded
the DLL Evaluation contract on July 12, 2017.

e First 5 IMPACT/CA-QRIS Evaluation — Evaluation work related to First 5 IMPACT and
CA—QRIS continues. Key projects this past quarter have included Common Data File
upload testing, Workforce Registry support, and a First 5 IMPACT Evaluation Request
for Proposal.

e Educare — There is a no-cost, time-only extension request for the Educare at Long
Beach contract, to build a four-year budget rather than a two-year budget, in the consent
calendar portion of the agenda.

First 5 Association of California Executive Director — Moira Kenney

e Sesame Street Care, Cope, and Connect Guide — Counties are attempting to roll out a
more in-depth guide by October for California families with heightened stress around
immigration (25,000 guides are being distributed now). There are on-line resources as
well.

e Pediatric Guide for Developmental Screenings — The guide was developed with input
from the American Academy of Pediatrics for pediatricians. This guide will help
pediatricians with making referrals for developmental screenings. The Association is
hoping this will help increase the number of families they can help through the Help Me
Grow program.

e First 5 Network Project — The goal of this project is for the First 5 community to be seen
as coordinators and solution makers. First 5 should share the same messages so the
best impact can be made. In the search for new revenue, it is important for all First 5s to
work together.

DISCUSSION: Commissioner Collis suggested reaching out to and working with the
National Child Traumatic Stress Network out of UCLA and Davis. Commissioners
were in agreement that the counties are doing great work.

Ninez Ponce and Todd Hughes, from CHIS, presented CHIS data
and analysis.

MOTION/ACTION: Vice Chair Iseri moved the Commission approve funding of up
to $1,700,000 over a two-year period to continue fiscal support of the 2017-19

Information Item 9 — Transitional Kindergarten Study
David Dodds, Deputy Director, Evaluation Office, introduced Karen Manship and Heather Quick

from the American Institutes for Research, who presented key findings from the final impact report
for the Transitional Kindergarten (TK) study.

DISCUSSION: Chair Halvorson suggested more data could be collected regarding
third graders’ test scores who attended TK compared to third graders’ test scores

who didn’t attend TK. Commissioners agreed that the study was promising,
provided helpful information, and were interested in further study regarding teacher

credentialing and dual language learners.

Janis Burger, Chief Executive Officer, First 5 Alameda County; Kevin Bremond, ACFC
